
Proposed West Suffolk Council – Ward Options
 

1. The option set out in Option A (Rural Wards) – Ward 5 Rougham Ward is unacceptable as it does not include the total Parish of Rushbrooke – the North Ward will be represented by Councillors from Moreton Hall East. The document does state that it includes Rushbrooke with Rougham Parish Council, but under Option E (Bury St Edmunds & surrounding Parishes) Rushbrooke with Rougham North Ward is included under Ward 30 – Moreton Hall East represented by 2 Councillors. This option destroys the integrity of the Rushbrooke with Rougham Parish Council and requires two Councillors from a mainly suburban Ward to represent residents of a primarily rural area.

1. The Parish Councils preferred option is that a single Councillor Ward should represent the Rougham Ward. This can be achieved by combining Rushbrooke with Rougham Parish Council along with Bradfield St George Parish Council and Bradfield St Clare Parish Council. This would produce a single ward an electorate of 1986.
