	Borough Councillor’s Report:  Cllr Mildmay-White’s report for January had been circulated.  Cllr Mildmay-White reported on the latest business grants available, including the Additional Restrictions Grant for January and February 2021 and the Closed Business Lockdown Payment from 5.1.21 for retail, hospitality, leisure and tourism sectors.

White Gates Corner:  Rougham Estates is going to clear the ditch on the lower side of the road and, hopefully, this will lead to a reduction in the flooding situation.

	Borough Councillor’s Report:  Cllr Beckwith’s report for January had been circulated.  Moreton Hall Community Centre has received a grant from the town council to support the upgrade and help with immediate funding issues resulting from Covid-19.  City Fibre, having moved into Eastgate, has dispensed with its contractors for failing to achieve standards.  As far as Moreton Hall is concerned, it’s about 9 months too late.  City Fibre has teams rectifying the numerous problems remaining from their time on Moreton Hall.  Public Space Protection Order:  Cabinet agreed to go to public consultation regarding a PSPO for Moreton Hall.  The Scrutiny Committee was supportive of the move.  Cllr Beckwith’s complaint against SCC Highways failing to deal with highway matters affecting Moreton Hall has been completed.  Due to SCC’s reluctance to resolve this issue, the matter has been escalated to LGSCO – in the hope of a more positive response.

Recent PAs:  The following PAs (and our consultation responses) were summarised as follows:
DC/20/2262/RM:  Land W of Crossways Cottage Junction New Road/Thurston Road Rougham:  Reserved Matters:  Submission of details under PP DC/19/1519/OUT:  In discussion with the Planning Officer, it was confirmed that the Outline PP had been granted as a staggered junction as, according to the Officer, roundabouts are “notoriously dangerous for cyclists”.and the Planning Officer is now dealing with the landscaping issues. 
DC/20/2267/HH:  Magnolia Cottage, Almshouse Road:  Single storey rear extension (following demolition of existing conservatory).  Members were happy to support this application.
DC/20/2120: The Chimneys, New Road:  (a) Two storey side extension, (b) single storey rear garden room link to existing facility, (c) one staff building rear of barn, (d) landscaping, parking and access alterations.  Members expressed concern re the likely increased traffic movements.
DC/20/2173 HAZ:  R C Treatt, Unit 1 Skyliner Way:  Hazardous Substance Consent:  Storage and processing of naturally occurring essential oils comprising a maximum of 2,600 tonnes of Section E1 and a maximum of 400 tonnes of Section E2 (Schedule 1 Part 1 of the Planning (Hazardous Substances) Regulations 2015.  Following discussion, Members had expressed some reservation to this application, but decided that all appropriate safety measures would be taken and it was decided no objection to this application.

Gullies & Grips – Almshouse Road and Church Roads:  Some cutting work had been done in this connection, but not as deep, or as far as required (to meet the ditch towards the back of the grass verge).  Cllr Soons has been asked to revisit the issue with Matthew Fox.  Requests had been made to expedite cutting of gullies to reach ditch(es).
Potholes:  Cllrs Chapple and Strong are to liaise re new large potholes around Rushbrooke.
Footpaths:  Two broken signs; photographs and maps provided for reporting purposes.
